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PAID CANCELS

A cancelling device of various sizes and type styles (with 4, 5, 6 and 7-hole patterns)
used by Canadian banks to indicate that cheques, drafts etc. had been paid. During

the period that these items were subject to an excise tax, which could be paid by

affixing revenue or postage stamps to the document, the PAID sometimes
perforated the stamp, which was accidental and not intentional.
